Rabbi1 Elazar BeRabbi Kalir (“the Kalirt™)

o Lived in the Galilee

o Flourished in the late 6 century and in the first decades of the 7t
century

o Composed many, many piyyutim, primarily for holidays and special
Sabbathes

o0 Much of his work survived as it remained (and remains) in use in
some European rites

* His aesthetic was not particularly popular in every region or period
o Many works also survive in copies from the Cairo Genizah, and

some are exclusively found there

As for the order of the Benedictions' a man recites Fathers and Power and the Holiness of
the Name, and combines with them Sovereignty verses, but he does not then sound the
shofar; [he then recites] the Holiness of the Day and sounds the shofar; [he then recites]
Remembrance and sounds the shofar; [he then recites] Shofarot and sounds the shofar;
then he recites Worship, and Thanksgiving and the Benediction of the Priests. So R.
Johanan b. Nuri. R. Akiba said to him: If he does not sound the shofar for Sovereignty, why
does he mention it? Rather, he recites Fathers, Power, and the Holiness of the Name, and
combines Sovereignty with the Holiness of the Day, and sounds the shofar; [he then
recites] Remembrance verses and sounds the shofar; [he then recites] Shofarot and sounds

the shofar; and then he recites Worship, Thanksgiving, and the Benediction of the Priests.

They may not recite less than ten Sovereignty verses, ten Remembrance verses, or ten
Shofar verses. R. Johanan b. Nuri says: If he recites three of each he has fulfilled his
obligation. They may not make mention of any Remembrance, Sovereignty, or Shofar
verses that record divine chastisement. They begin with [verses from]| the Law and end with
[verses from] the Prophets. R. Jose says: If a man ended with [verses from] the Law he has

tulfilled his obligation.

The holiday of Rosh Hashana that fell on the Sabbath, Beit Shammi says, one
prays ten, and Beit Hillel says, one prays nine. A holiday that falls on the Sabbath,
Beit Shammai says, one prays eight, and says Sabbath by itself and the Holiday by
itself, and begins with the Sabbath; and Beit Hillel says, one prays seven, and
begins with Sabbath and ends with Sabbath and says the Holiness of the Day in
the middle. Beit Hillel said to Beit Shammai: And was it not in front of you all, the
elders of Beit Shammai, that Little Honi went down and said seven, and the whole
nation said to him, “this is pleasing’’? Beit Shammai said to them: for it was a time
at which it was appropriate to be brief. Beit Hillel said to them: if it was a time at

which it was appropriate to be brief, then he should have abbreviated all of them.
